PE

This term the children will have their weekly PE sessions with
Billy on Thursdays and Fridays (Simon’s dass) and Friday
(Ana’s dass). Please ensure that children wear the school PE
kit for this. We will also be starting swimming lessons on a
Thursday in Elephant and Castle. Ana’s dass will be going

this half term and Simon’s next half term.

English
This term the children will read a wide variety of books
based on our topic, which will enable them to be creative

and write a variety of genres in response to those texts. This

will include writing letters, diaries and stories.

Throughout all of these genres, the children will continue to

focus on their spelling, handwriting and punctuation.

Maths

We will begin by focussing on the place value of numbers
bg partitioning, representing and comparing. The children
will then apply this to add & subtract two-digit numbers as
well as familiarise themselves with, number bonds to 100.
We will finish off the term with a unit on shape, where
they will explore the properties of 2D & 3D shapes.

Reading
Children must bring their book bag and reading records to
school every day. Each child will read one to one with an
adult on a weekly basis. It is really important that you lis-
ten to your child read and encourage them to talk about
what they are reading.

As well as this, children will have daily group reading

sessions, where they focus on reading skills with an adult.

History and Geography
Our first toch of the term is ‘s'mgmg in the rain!” This is pre-
dominantly a geography-based topic, where the children will
learn about different weather types, dimate zones and extreme

weather.

Our second. topic is king of the castlel” where we will be trans-
ported back in time to learn about the Battle of Hastings, why

and where castles were built, and how they have changed.

Snacks and Water

We are a healthy eating school, so all children will receive

a. portion of fruit as their morning snack each day.
