Welcome Back! 

We would like to welcome back our children from last term and also the new 

children and their families who have just joined our nursery. We are looking 

forward to building a great partnership with you and your child.  

Our learning focus for this half term will be ‘Traditional Stories’.  

 We will be reading books such as, ‘Little Red Riding Hood, ‘We’re Going On a Bear 

Hunt’, ‘Handa’s Surprise’ and ‘The Giant Turnip’. The children will have lots of 

opportunites to role play and re-tell the different story characters. 

For our wider learning, we will be making porridge/oat bars, going on a bear hunt 

in the big school and continuing our exploration of the seasons.

Please ensure your child has a named water bottle in school at all times. These can be purchased from the 

school office or online.   

We love reading in nursery and we want all our children to love reading too! We will place a table outside 

the nursery each home time and if you would like to borrow a book to take home and share with your child 

please feel free to choose one together. Please return any borrowed books before choosing a new one. 

Book bags can also be purchased via the school office or online.  

It is vital you let us know in advance either during drop off or by phoning the school office if someone 

unfamiliar is collecting your child. We will not allow anyone we don’t know to collect your child from 

nursery. This is especially important with lots of new faces to meet at the moment.  

As a reminder, our nursery/school has a no nut policy. This means that children will not be allowed nuts in 

any form in their packed lunches. As we encourage healthy eating throughout the day, can we also avoid 

having any sweets or sugary/fizzy drinks in packed lunches.  

Lastly, please place a bag of spare clothes on your child’s peg just in case we need to change them during 

the day. A couple of changes would be great!
